Oenologist Konrad Hähn continues this tradition and has achieved multiple national awards for 

excellence, is recommended  by Feinschmecker Magazine every year and ranks among the Top 100 estates  

in Germany awarded by DLG. The terroir is slate soil and all vines are planted on steep terraced slopes. The 

winery grows about 80% Riesling, 10% Pinot Noir and 10% other varieties such as Pinot Blanc & Pinot Gris.
